1. Signin with your username and password.
2. Afteryou are logged in, click on your profile on the top right corner of the page.
3. Click “Communities” which will take you to your profile page in MPI Community Forums
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4. Click “My Account” then “Community Notifications”
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5. You will see all the communities and committees you belong to. For your committee, set your
discussion email to “Real Time” which will send you an email each time a committee member
posts or responds to an existing message.
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Note: You have three options on how often you want to receive notification for each
community/committee you belong to.

1. Real Time - an email for every single post within the community. Recommended for
Committees you belong to.

2. Daily Digest - one digest per day of all communication within that community

3. No Email-no communication, you will have to go into the community to view
correspondence

6. “Consolidated Daily Digest” or “Consolidated Weekly Digest” can be selected so you will receive
one email with all communications within a community either Daily or Weekly.
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
